Planning for the conference is well underway. As well as dynamic keynote speakers from both Australia and overseas, the conference will include a panel to debate key heritage issues, and there will be a number of social activities and tour options. 

Concurrent sessions will allow delegates to engage with their peers in discussions on a wide range of topics. Using historic port cities as a focus, the conference provides the opportunity to explore challenge and change from a variety of professional and community viewpoints  planners, engineers, historians, heritage professionals, architects, geographers, economists, sociologists, students… just to name a few. 

Australia ICOMOS is seeking your perspective (contributions) on the complexities of managing change in historic environments, meeting the needs of technological change and dealing with the conflict and confrontation that sometimes arises. Issues such as adaptive reuse, economic drivers, urban and industrial expansion, evolution and development, the role of interpretation and the ongoing use of industrial sites and waterfronts will be explored.

Papers that explore comparable examples of challenge in change that are not necessarily port related are also welcome.
